The AP Studio Art summer assignments are designed to encourage students to develop a variety of solutions to visual problems while pursuing your own emerging personal vision, sensibility, and perspective.  These assignments will reinforce and strengthen the concepts that will be covered in class.   Try to be innovative, original and creative with your approach to these design concepts.
· Create a postage stamp as a portrait of yourself.  You can use a digital camera to take your picture.  Using Photoshop or Illustrator, create an authentic looking postage stamp that is based on your likeness.  Look at postage stamp designs on the web for inspiration.
· Design a computer mouse pad using Photoshop or Illustrator.  The design concept must be 6”X8” and in landscape orientation.  You can use the web for inspiration and to help with planning.  

· Create an image library of 100 or more images using your digital camera. This series of images must be about products that we use throughout the day.  Some product examples might include hair care, food or cooking, athletic, car care, school related or musical.  Your image library will be used throughout the school year when creating layout concepts.
If you don’t have Adobe Photoshop or Illustrator, you may draw your concepts out on white 8.5” X 11” paper!

Bring your projects on a flash drive, printed or drawn on paper to class in September.
