Summer Assignments

The AP Studio Art summer assignments are designed to encourage students to develop a variety of solutions to visual problems while pursuing your own emerging personal vision, sensibility, and perspective.  These assignments will reinforce and strengthen the concepts that will be covered in class.   The basis to all art disciplines including Photography and Graphic Design is a background in drawing.  Even if your drawing background is limited, try your best to complete the assignments.  These assignments must be done in a sketchbook measuring 9”X12” or larger.
· Create (5) line drawings of a complex object from different points of view.  Some examples might include floral arrangements, shells, stereo equipment, tools, vegetables or others.  Draw with detail and accuracy.  (All 5 drawings must be of the same object and from a different point of view-Pencil)

· Create (2) gesture drawings of a seated human figure (This type of drawing appears rapid and sketchy and includes no correcting or erasing) don’t spend more than twenty minutes for each drawing!  Please include the entire figure and use a different view angle for each drawing.  (Your choice of media)
· Create (1) value study based on the interior of your closet at home.   Don’t clean it first, messy closets look more interesting.  Just don’t tell mom I said this! (Done in pencil and includes shading and contrast)

· Create (1) ink drawing of a dream or a nightmare.  (Use a black fine sharpie marker and include lots of detail)  Shading or the addition of value is optional…this drawing can be done in line.
· Create (1) exterior drawing of a building from a worm’s eye view point.  Try to depict a sense of perspective and point of view by being as low to the ground as possible.  This drawing must be shaded using strong contrast!  (Your choice of drawing medium) 

Bring your sketchbook to class in September.
