Any student enrolled in the Advanced Placement United States History class will be required to read the book, The War That Made America: A Short History of the French and Indian War (ISBN 0-14-303804-4) by Fred Anderson. Local bookstores in the area have been notified and should carry this selection. In addition, the book can be purchased through various online sources (Barnes & Noble, Amazon etc.) as well.



A.P. U.S. History is a college level course in which students may be able to receive college credit. The workload for the course reflects the challenges that students will face during the year. This reading selection is the first of many college level reading assignments for this course. Students should take notes as they read the book and be prepared to discuss it at the beginning of the school year. In addition, there will be a college level test or writing assignment on this subject during the first quarter of the school year.
